Please have your child here promptly at 9 a.m., wearing a bathing suit underneath their clothing, closed-toe beach/water shoes and applied suntan lotion.  Please also send along a complete change of clothing and a towel with a plastic bag for wet suits, etc.

Our camp day begins with songs and a story around the “campfire”.  We move into arts and crafts and through the different learning centers as well as free play. After clean-up, we gather together for lunch around 11:30.  Lunch boxes, by law, much include an icepack.  Please send a lunch that your child can eat in any order.  Please keep sweet treats at home (no sugar in the first two ingredients) and positively no peanut butter, peanuts or peanut products. We finish our day on the playground for gross motor exercise, water play, outdoor painting and sensory station.  Pick up time is 1:30.  Our schedule on field trip days differs, but still ends up with lunch and outdoor playtime.
Here are some “pleases”:

1. Read all notices each day

2. Empty lockers each day

3. Do not forget proper footwear, a change of clothing and a towel

4. Saugatuck Nursery School allows NO super hero clothing, lunchboxes or playthings.  Home toys must stay at home

5. Make sure to give us a current CT State Early Childhood Health Assessment Record filled out by your pediatrician.  Your child may not participate in the program without one.  All children must have physical examinations within the last year.
